Surfaces should be clean, dry and free from 

grease and oil. Sand the substrate before 

coating. Prior to use the product should be 

mixed. To obtain a good filling, apply 2 coats. 

Sand between coats (#320) for a nicer finish. 

Sanding of the substrate should be done with 

sand paper #120 to #220, with more sanding less 

grain raising will occur. We recommended 

sanding with #280 for MDF. 

To be kept in a dry place at a temperature never 

under 5ºC. After use, cover lids tightly. 

Warning: Total system dry film thickness should not exceed 5 

mils (125µm). In order to respect a norm, it's important to 

refer to this one for the application.
